2.1. Channel Control

Channel Control consists of TV channel and
Radio channel control. Channel editing
functions can be performed in this menu.
Channel view, Edit Name, Set/Clear favorite,
Lock/Unlock, Edit PID, Move and Delete

Channel Mode

In order to control various channel lists, Channel
Mode function keys assist users to organize and
arrange the many channels within their scope of
action.

Make sure saving & exiting, after finishing setup.
